This month, we have some wonderful feasts
coming up, including our holy patroness St.
Clare! One great feast we have this month is
the Solemnity of the Assumption of Our Lady.
This year, it is not a Holy Day of Obligation
because it is one of those Holy Days that when
it falls on a Saturday or Monday, the obligation
is lifted (I know it's confusing, | didn’t make the
rule) but even though it isn't a Holy Day of
Obligation it's sfill a holy day and it is @
solemnity (in the old days we called a solemnity
a 1st class feast, so it's a high ranking day) so we
will have a Mass on Saturday the 15, at 8am.
Come and honor Our Blessed Mother on this
day in the best way possible, by adoring her
Son at Mass and receiving her Son in Holy Com-
munion. We can also ask Our Holy Mother to
bless our picnic day and grant us fine weather
and a good fime together.

St. Clare of Assisi
July 16, 1194 — August 11, 1253

The Month of August is dedicated in a special
way fo the Immaculate Heart of Mary. Her
Immaculate Heart was given as a gift because
she was to be the mother of the Sacred Heart of
Jesus. Under Her maternal and Immaculate
Heart was to grow and develop, the Sacred
Heart of our Dear Savior. Our Lord dwelt in the
body of the Blessed Virgin just as He dwells in our
tabernacles. She carried Him and nurtured Him,
they even shared the same blood. Their two
hearts were united in a perfect bond of holiness
and charity.  When we think of one heart we
cannot but think of the other, they compliment
one another perfectly. If we adore the Heart of
our Dear Lord, that has loved us and suffered so
greatly for us, so too should we honor the heart
of His mother which loved Him and suffered so
greatly for Him and as we are united to Christ as
members of His body, her Immaculate Heart
loves us and suffers for us too. With her
Immaculate Heart, Our Blessed Mother can
teach us how to love her Son perfectly. Let us
ask her for this grace!

Excerpts From The
Catechism of the Catholic Church

What is the meaning of the expression “conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit . . . ?

This expression means that the Virgin Mary conceived the eternal Son in her womb by the power of the Holy
Spirit without the cooperation of a man. The angel told her at the Annunciation that “the Holy spirit will come

upon you" (Luke 1:35).
How does the Virgin Mary help the Church?

After the Ascension of her Son, fthe Virgin Mary aided the beginnings of the Church with her prayers.
Even after he Assumption info heaven, she continues to intercede for her children, to be a model of faith and
charity for all, and to exercise over them a salutary influence deriving from the superabundant merits of Christ.
The faithful see in Mary an image and an anticipation of the resurrection that awaits them and they invoke

her as advocate, helper, benefactress and mediatrix.

St. Clare of Assisi Facls: She was the founder of the “Poor Clares”, an order of nuns. She and her fellow nuns
did not wear shoes, ate no meat, lived in a poor house and kept silent most of the time. St. Clare carried the
Blessed Sacrament to the wall of the convent to ward off an attack. She fell to her knees to pray, and the aftack

stopped. Her feast day is August 11th.
